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1. Player applications must be made in writing on a form provided by the SSC
Administrator to the Coaches Board (the DOS, Academy director and other
coaches)

2. The Coaches Board recommends scholarship players on the basis of need to the
Executive committee for approval based on prior budget. Scholarship players do
not have to be evenly distributed amongst teams.

3. Scholarship Player/families shall commit in writing to contribute per
Academy/Select season played (double these contributions for the Fall and
Spring):

a. $100 (per season) to SSC as dues paid in full (SSC Administrator
determines payment schedule)
b. Team expenses (academy and select team manager determines payment
schedule)
c. 40 hours of volunteer time to include
i. Field maintenance, concessions or special events
ii. U13+ players: Referee for club games
iii. Assist Saturday coordinator
d. Families/players not meeting their contribution obligations may be
suspended by the Executive Committee.
4. Scholarship players receive: full uniform kit, training and player registration

SSC Scholarship Procedures

1. SSC Administrator posts Scholarship Applications prior to May 1* online and
distributes copies at the clubhouse.

2. Executive committee approves number of players budgeted for upcoming year by
May 1% each year and communicates in writing to DOS.

3. DOS and Academy Director form Coaches Board by May 1°* each year.

4. First round applications are due 3 days prior to registration deadline.

5. Coaches Board meets and makes written recommendation to the Executive
committee for approval.

6. Any remaining scholarships throughout the year shall be recommended by the
Coaches Board to the Executive Committee for approval.

7. The Volunteer Coordinator will develop a system and track volunteer hours
worked — reporting to the Executive Committee: in the middle and at the end of
each season.
